We also invite you to select a range of photos of loved ones, of awards, of special moments - anything that will serve as a
reflection of and celebration of your life. There are many free programmes on the internet which will enable you to import, edit
and resize photographs and many free templates for you to use to create pages of photographs which you can include in the
front of the relevant portfolios in your file. You may even have favourite recipes you wish to keep for future generations too!
